Mayor Alvin Foster called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:00 PM. The meeting
opened with a prayer. He asked all to stand for the pledge of allegiance. Mayor Foster
also stated that the Yanceyville Town Council rules and procedures reflect the revisions
of the North Carolina open meeting law of the North Carolina General Statues, a copy of
the Yanceyville Town Council rules and procedures are available upon request.

Town Attorney Farmer indicated that Town Manager Collie
provided a tax map in the agenda packet for Town Council to review location.

Item 8: Town Manager Report- Brian Collie

Town Manager Collie updated Town Council on a request from the Caswell Council of
Arts. He explained that the Caswell Council of Arts received some funding and would
like to install waterproof Artwork and Poetry similar to what you would see at a Nature



Trail around the walking trail of the Maud Gatewood Park. Town Manager Collie
recommend that the Town accept the offer from the Caswell Council of Arts. He added
that it would be a very positive gesture for the park. Mayor Pro Tem Gwynn asked would
Denise Burnett be overseeing the project. Town Manager Collie replied that Mrs.
Burnett, Director of the Caswell Council of Arts would be overseeing the project. He
noted that he would like for the Town to review the project before it’s installed. Town
Council agreed.

Town Clerk Graves updated Town Council on the Artwork featured in the Yanceyville
Museum of Art. She indicated that she is in contact with Katherine White, Deputy
Director North Carolina Museum of Art and planning to schedule a conservation
consultation on the artwork. She noted she would update Town Council when dates are
confirmed.
